ODDS AND ENDS-

Recent sales graduates include PIONEEROF THE NILE -2nd in the G1 Kentucky Derby and ACCREDIT, winner of the G2 Churchill Downs S.
The first winner for Hill ‘N’ Dale Kentucky’s freshman sire CLOSING ARGUMENT is Midst-Maiden Special Weight at Keeneland by 4 ½ lengths. 
LEONNATUS ANTEAS (LEO), Canada’s Champion 2 year-old colt of 2006 has been retired. By leading sire STORMY ATLANTIC, LEO won approximately $600,000 for Knob Hill Stables and will begin stud duty in 2010. LEO was selected by Donato Lanni, Director of Bloodstock for Hill ‘N’ Dale Kentucky. LEO was bred by longtime friend and client Ted Burnett dba Josham Farms.
Earlier in the year, Hill ‘N’ Dale Kentucky (along with Hill ‘N’ Dale Canada and Gaines Gentry), co-bred the last STORM CAT thoroughbred colt ever. Out of G1 winner HALO AMERICA, this is the only colt from STORM CAT’S last crop (2 fillies and 1 colt). On 5/12/09 the Canadian farm foaled what has turned out to be SEEKING THE GOLD’S last filly. Out of the young FORESTRY mare Adventure Pass, the filly was bred by Hill ‘N’ Dale Kentucky.

RACING UPDATES-

PATENA-PATENA has undergone surgery to remove chips from 3 ankles. Hill ‘N’ Dale and our partners are anxious to see PATENA return to the races, perhaps this fall. (2006 SEEKING THE GOLD/HANDPAINTED by A.P. INDY)
SERENADING-SERENADING was 2nd in her first start of the year running well to be 2nd in the G3 Doubledogdare S. at Keeneland. Her next start may be at Arlington Park in another graded stakes race. Long-term plans would include her returning to Woodbine to participate in the stakes schedule. (2004 A.P. INDY/DAIJIN by DEPUTY MINISTER).
OIL PAINTING-2 year-old Oil Painting is a regally bred 2 year old by DISTORTED HUMOR out of multiple A.P. INDY stakes winner HANDPAINTED. HANDPAINTED’S first foal is stakes winner (GSP) PATENA. Oil Painting is nearly race ready and is training with Josie Carroll at Woodbine.
KARLOVA-Karlova is a 2 year-old homebred for Hill ‘N’ Dale Canada. She is a ¾ sister to multiple stakes winner STEADY RUCKUS who won nearly $800,000. STRONG AND STEADY, dam of Karlova, was raced for the partnership of Foxfield Farm and Hill ‘N’ Dale and was a multiple stakes winner and NCR setter. Karlova sustained a very minor injury and will be returned to training in the next month or so.
KACZUSZKA-Owned in partnership-Sikura, Crooks and Serrani, Kaczuszka spent 6 weeks being trained at Adena Springs Farm before being turned out on 5/01/09. Still somewhat immature, this 2 year-old daughter of THEATRICAL and the stakes placed winner Oblivious by COZZENE, will be reassessed in the near future to see whether or not she will attempt a 2 year-old campaign.
MISTEL-Mistel has the same ownership as Kaczuszka. Also like her stable mate, she is a 2 year-old filly by THEATRICAL. Mistel is a half sister to 2 stakes horses including graded stakes winner STAGE CLASSIC ($600 K in earnings). Mistel was trained at Adena prior to her turn out at Hill ‘N’ Dale Canada on May 01. She may go back in to training in the next month or two depending on her physical maturity level.
SMART SURPRISE-Owned by Hill ‘N’ Dale Kentucky, SMART SURPRISE is a beautifully bred SMART STRIKE mare. SMART SURPRISE won her last start the Hendrie S. G3 at Woodbine on May 09. Josie Carroll trains.
